We are Easter people and Alleluia is our song, said St. 
Augustine. The church emphasizes how central Easter is to our 
identity as Christians by celebrating the feast not only on the 
Sunday of the Resurrection but for an entire fifty days. The 
tone is set at the Gospel during the Easter Vigil from St. 
Matthew the women who are going to the tomb to mourn 
over a dead Jesus instead encounter a living one. They are 
instructed (a constant theme in the New Testament) òBe not 
afraidó for then, as now, fear can break us. They are then 
commissioned as the first evangelizers to tell the disciples the 
Good News of the resurrection. The fear that they had been 
feeling was overtaken by joy. 
 

On the third Sunday of Easter, we tell the story of the 
encounter with Jesus by the two disciples on the road to 
Emmaus. They tell one they think is a stranger about how their 
hopes and dreams had been dashed by the events of Good 
Friday. The supposed stranger situates current events in the 
light of the Scriptures, in the centuries old story of Godõs 
relationship to this world which leads to glory. The two 
disciples finally recognize that the stranger is Jesus in òthe 
breaking of the bread,ó in the moment echoing the Last 
Supper. ò   Were not our hearts burning with us, the disciples 
muse. It is a burning heart, a heart burning with love that is 
the goal of the liturgy during the fifty days of Easter. The 
scene on the road to Emmaus also reminds us that we often 
encounter Christ in the stranger but donõt recognize him at 
first but need to reflect more deeply on what the other has to 
say. 
 
The underlying theme of the fifty days of Easter goes by the 
term òmystagogy.ó Mystagogy (from Greek "leading into the 
mystery") refers to the process of guiding believers into a 
deeper understanding of the Christian faith, specifically by 
interpreting liturgical symbols, signs, and sacraments and 
making them personal. The term highlights a post-baptismal 
catechesis that leads from the visible sacrament to the 
invisible spiritual reality. The experience is designed to bridge 
the gap between liturgical experience and its deeper meaning, 
fostering a deeper relationship with God. While it is 
specifically aimed at those who are newly baptized, all 
believers benefit from a reflection which deepens the liturgical 
action into a personal spirituality.  
 
There is a special providence that for those of us in the 
Northern Hemisphere, the fifty days of Easter occur during the 
season of planting. Yes, the newly baptized are now part of 
the garden which is the Church. But all of us are called to tend 
to our own spiritual growth, weeding out that which is not 
gospel and watering that which will help us become more 
alive and faithful to Godõs presence in our midst. Here at St. 
James, we use the renewal of our Baptismal promises as a 
powerful reminder to strive to live as Christ has called us to 
live ð as men and women of compassion, forgiveness, 
generosity, service and love. So let us live our Easter òalleluia.ó
