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ON THE WAY....
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May the grace and peace of the ﬁofy Si)irt be with us forever.

The increasing secularization of society can create some tension in
how we live out our faith. Remember when stores were closed on
Sundays? Now Church services are scheduled around soccer times.
No buying liquor on the Sabbath? Those days are gone. Closer to
home, Presidents’ Day was a holiday on the Archdiocesan calendar
but Ash Wednesday was not. The day after Thanksgiving is a paid
holiday but the Feast of the national patron saint, the Immaculate
Conception, is a workday. Many people will attend Mass on
Mothers’ day but will not even notice the Feast of the Ascension. In
one sense this is lamentable. It was helpful to have society and
cultural supports in living out the faith. Most of those have eroded.
Lent is only noticeable by society at large when McDonalds offers
fish sandwich special on Fridays. St. Patrick’s day honors beer more
than it does the saint. And that is not even to mention the
commercialization of Christmas which has more to do with
shopping than with the salvation of the world.

Without those cultural supports to the faith it falls on us to find ways
of bringing the sacred into our everyday life. The first thing to be
aware of is that we don’t really need to do anything to bring the
sacred into the everyday — it is present already. This is God’s
creation and the signs of God’s presence are all around us. C.S.
Lewis said that every bush is a burning bush if we have the eyes to
see. And a J.D. Salinger character said that our whole lives long all
we are doing is moving from one piece of holy ground to another.
What we have to do is not bring the sacred but uncover the sacred
which is already here.

Some thoughts on what that might look like. Do we see the spark of
God that lives in all the people we encounter? Another thought from
C.S. Lewis: outside of the Eucharist itself the holiness thing we will
ever encounter is the person sitting next to us right now. It must be
admitted that most of us hide our blessed nature pretty well. It takes
some digging to see how precious everyone is. But as Les Miz told
us: to love another person is to see the face of God.

Creation is an obvious place to find the sacred. The pictures from
the space telescopes remind us of the beauty and grandeur that
surrounds us in ways beyond our ken. The sheer variety of creatures
is testimony to God’s infinite creativity. There are over 10,000
different species of beetles! And weather — the power of a storm can
take your breath away — quite literally.

Finally, the sacred is found planted deep within each one of us. To
continue the greatest hits of quotes, this one from 7he Color Purple.
“Here's the thing, say Shug. The thing I believe. God is inside you
and inside everybody else. You come into the world with God. But
only them that search for it inside find it.” Start searching!
