May the grace and peace of the Holy Spirit be with us forever. 
 
Those of us of a certain age will remember celebrating Ascension 
Thursday. The Acts of the Apostles says that Jesus appeared to his 
disciples “during forty days” before he ascended into heaven.  When 
you count forty after Easter you end up on a Thursday. However, 
several years ago the Church provided the option of celebrating the 
Ascension of the Lord on what would ordinarily be the seventh 
Sunday of Easter. No doubt part of the reason for doing so was a 
matter of convenience. Catholics should commemorate this Holy 
Day and doing it on a Thursday was a hardship for people so 
transfer the feast to the following Sunday. It is important to 
remember that in the Bible the word “forty” is more of a symbolic 
term than an actual number. Forty is used over 100 times in the 
Bible to signify a significant period of time. (It rained on Noah and 
the Ark for forty days. Jesus was tempted for forty days.) So 
transferring the feast is not disrespecting the actual event but a 
realization that the ancient world did not have the same obsession 
with an exact count as we might today. 
 
The gospel for this Sunday is taken from the end of St. Matthew’s 
gospel in what has come to be known as the Great Commission. 
Before departing, Jesus gives his followers their marching orders: 
make disciples, baptize and teach. The passage ends with Jesus 
saying: “I am with you always until the end of the age.” The Church 
has taken this commission seriously and it has shaped the activities 
of the Church for the last 2000 years. 
 
An interesting contrast to these instructions of Jesus can be found in 
St. Luke’s Gospel, chapter four. Jesus comes into his hometown and 
visits his home synagogue (where doubtless everyone knew him) 
and reads from the Prophet Isaiah. The marching orders in this case 
are not as institutional as in Matthew’s Great Commission. Jesus 
says his mission that he inherited from the Prophet is to proclaim 
good news to the poor, freedom for the prisoners and recovery of 
sight for the blind, to set the oppressed free, and to proclaim the year 
of the Lord’s favor. In this understanding the ministry of Jesus was 
not about getting people properly signed up and instructed. Rather, 
he was to bring hope and healing to those who were hurting. 
Focusing on this aspect of the life of Jesus shifts what it means to be 
Church.  Pope Francis and now, Pope Leo are urging the Church to 
look beyond the institutional obligation for membership and, 
instead, become “a field hospital” in a suffering world. We are at a 
new moment. 
 
These two ways of thinking about what it means to be church are 
not antithetical but are complementary. The one thing that everyone 
agrees with is that the evangelizing mission of the church is primary. 
We are not about maintenance but mission. Certainly we must 
continue to make disciples, baptize and teach. But the Church seems 
credible when it is reaching out in care for those “on the 
peripheries” in Pope Francis’ phrase. Let us develop new ways of 
living out our faith in Christ Jesus.
